The Bellefontaine City School District defines family engagement as the
participation of families in regular, two -way, and meaningful communication
involving student academic learning, student social emotional growth, and other
school activities including the beliefs that:

e Provide families with a description ofthe curriculum, Ohio learning
standards and expectations of student achievement and growth
e Provide incoming families ofthird graders information about the OST
e Involve families in the review ofthe program
e Survey families to have input on the effectiveness oftheir child’s overall
educational experience
e Provide materials and training to help families work with their child to
improve academic achievement
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
